Introduction

A unique opportunity exists to own a significant lakefront parcel with approximately 2.5
miles of lakeshore frontage on Table Rock Lake in Stone County, Missouri. These approximate
1,506 acres of land, known as “Lakewood Landing”, are about 45 miles southeast of Springfield,
Missouri and 24 miles west of the fast-growing, entertainment mecca, Branson, Missouri.

Five separate tracts of land represent the largest land holding on Table Rock Lake. This
assemblage of over 1,506 acres of land now features approximately 2.5 miles of shoreline with
rare zoning. The property’s extensive waterfront allows for a potential of approximately 350
boat slips. This is one of the most significant features of the property, since 90 percent of this
zoning has been utilized on Table Rock Lake. In addition, the property shares a common border
with the Mark Twain National Forest. This gives access to hundreds of thousands of acres of
undisturbed forest.

Lakewood Landing offers a unique lifestyle in the Ozarks. The private, rural setting
provides shelter from the fast-paced city life, yet all of the amenities of Branson and Springfield

are a short drive away.

Property Features of Lakewood Landing on Table Rock Lake

Lakewood Landing rests on rolling hillsides composed of a mixture of pastures and
forests of oaks and pines. Plus, a majority of the property offers spectacular panoramic views of
the valley, lake and Ozark Mountains.

With 2.5 miles of shoreline on Table Rock Lake, Lakewood Landing provides access to
endless recreational activities. The property is ideal for horse ranches, family estates, corporate
or vacation retreats, fishing/hunting preserves or as a developed community.

Lakewood Landing contains about 2,000 feet of road frontage on State Highway 76 and
approximately 5,500 feet of county road frontage. Other portions of the property can be
accessed via a 2.5 mile interior road, which connects Route 76 to the county road. This road,
when completed to standards, will be assumed by the county.

Location/Area

Lakewood Landing is in Stone County, Missouri on the northwest shore of Table Rock
Lake. It can be accessed from Route 76 and from an interior county road also originating from
Route 76. Stone County, which is located in the southwest part of the state, has recently had
some of the most rapid population growth rates in the United States. During the 1990’s,
population increased by as much as 5.9 percent per year. This growth can be attributed to the
area’s amenities, attractions and the growing popularity of nearby Branson. Plus, Table Rock
Lake, a 43,000-acre lake, is well-known for its fishing and recreational activities and has recently
been cited in USA Today as one of the top 10 fishing lakes in the country.

Branson’s annual five million-plus visitors represent an on-going source of exposure to
the region. The area is constantly expanding as well-known musical entertainment groups
continue to open their own theaters in the area. The town currently consists of 43 facilities
offering a total audience seating capacity of approximately 56,53. Facilities to entertain and



serve the millions of visitors include Broadway show theaters, resident country stars’ theaters,
dinner theaters, four theme parks, outlet malls and an estimated 20,000 units of rental lodging.

The reason Branson and the lakes in the Ozark Mountains region have been able to
attract so many visitors a year is due to its demographic location. These areas are located within
about 500 miles from one-third of the country’s population of 14 states or 73 million people.

Zoning

The county adopted a zoning ordinance in March 1995. This zoning does not restrict the
use of the property and currently consists of the following:

1. 3.5+ acre parcels with individual septic tanks and wells
2. 2.5-acre parcels with packaged sewer plans and individual wells
3. .75 to 2.5 acre parcels with packaged sewer plans and water system

Current Stone County zoning regulations permit as many as 600 to 800 homesites to be
developed on the property.

The most significant aspect of the zoning from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers is the
boat dock zoning. Regulations allow for approximately 350 boat slips. The availability of boat
slips on Table Rock Lake is extremely rare. By obtaining the maximum allotments of slips, the
property has a substantial competitive advantage and revenue generation potential.

Points of Interest

The following is additional salient information pertaining to the property and
development:

1. Water is plentiful throughout the property with gravity flow available, if desired.
Telephone services will be provided by GTE. No charge will be made for
extension of telephone lines to the property.

3. Electricity will be provided by Ozark Elective Cooperative. No charge will be
made for extension of electrical lines to the property.

4. Waste disposal will be provided by American Disposal Systems.

5. Fire protection will be provided by the Stone County Fire Department, a local
volunteer entity.

6. Police protection will be provided by the Stone County Sheriff’s Department.

7. Medical services are found at a hospital in Branson and by ambulance and
helicopter services to Springfield, Missouri.

8. Property taxes are low in Stone County - $2.29 per $100 valuation, with valuation

determined by an appraisal or documented sales price multiplied by 19 percent.
Property taxes are much lower on Lakewood Landing under its current
agricultural exemption.
