Property Description

Walnut Springs contains 213 parcels of land on 700 acres with approximately one and one half
miles of Missouri State Highway 173 frontage and approximately one mile of frontage on Table
Rock Lake.

Walnut Springs features paved roads, electricity, telephone, a boat ramp and parking on the lake,
also dry land boat and RV storage plus a private park complete with picnic tables, BBQ grills
and a courtesy dock for the enjoyment of the property owners and their guests.

Land tract sizes range from 1+ acres to 10 acres. The majority of these properties are three to six
acre tracts. The primary reason for the difference in acreage size is to enable the homeowner to
place the home sites on top of the hills for optimum views instead of the hillsides. Walnut
Springs property overall is more gently rolling than most of the Ozark Mountain country.

Walnut Springs offers truly outstanding lakefront, lake-view, mountain-view and wooded land
tracts. The topography varies from very level to mountain top tracts with gentle hillsides that in-
clude beautiful valley land below. Walnut Springs has a wide range of mature trees and native
vegetation throughout the property with the added uniqueness of many large walnut trees. Some
tracts are more open than wooded that allows us to fit the requirements of a variety of property
buyers.

= Properties may not be subdivided into smaller tracts before the year 2040 and then only
with the permission of the Walnut Springs Owners Association and the Missouri
Department of Natural Resources.

= Mobile or modular homes will not be approved.
